Risk of injury due to slip/trip/fall
	Volunteer / Participant
	· Volunteers to keep area free from trip hazards.
· All Fire routes to be kept clear
· Equipment to be stored in cupboards when not in use.
· Venue caretaker to be informed of any hazards at venue

Risk of injury due to inhalation or ingestion of chemical


	
Volunteer / Participant
	· All paints, glues and craft products to be checked for hazards before activity.
· Safety precautions followed in line with manufacturer guidelines and only child safe products to be used.
· Hand washing facilities should be available.

	Risk of injury due to sharps
	Volunteer / Participant
	· Scissors to be stored safely.
· Craft Knifes to only be used for all adult groups and alternative activity offered if participant not confident
· Safety talk to be carried out at the start of activity, for example, explaining correct way to use a craft knife. Safety mats to be used with craft knives and to be stored with safety sleeve on them.
· Any children attending to be agreed in advance and supervised at all times.

	Risk of COVID-19 infection passed between Volunteers/Participants 
	Volunteer / Participants
	· Covid secure measures at venue to be followed and communicated to all Volunteers/Staff before they attend
· Volunteers/ Participants not to attend if any COVID-19 symptoms or if any  member of household with symptoms or if isolating. 
· Volunteers/Staff to take twice weekly lateral flow tests, as close to the day of activity as possible.
· Room to be well ventilated with windows open (seek advice from venue re doors and particularly fire doors.)
· Social distance measures, keeping at least 2 metres from people outside your household where possible, 
· Participants to book activity in advance to ensure the group follow capacity for room.
· Sign in at venue or activity space for track and trace
· Face coverings to be worn by staff/volunteers and recommended for participants if it is difficult to socially distance (unless medically exempt). 
· Equipment during session– equipment to be cleaned between use.
· Hand washing to before and after session to be encouraged, sanitiser to be used on entering and leaving building.
· Seated refreshments to be served if permitted in line with latest covid guidance. Participants to be encouraged to bring their own drink.
· High touch areas to be cleaned before and after the session.
· All to follow covid secure measures for venue such as room capacity, one way systems and ‘one in one out’ in toilet and kitchen areas
